• Ability to work within anti-racist and anti-oppressive frameworks and actively engage in 
ongoing learning about these frameworks. 

• Demonstrated ability to organize and prioritize workload. 

• Ability to respond to a variety of simultaneous requests. 

• Demonstrated ability to work independently. 

• Work with team members to create a positive work environment 

• Knowledge of the Personal Health Information Act (PHIA),Workplace Hazardous Materials 
Information System (WHMIS), Routine Practices, etc
